a slave in 

Mississippi, ca 

1840s. He was 

owned by Dr. Milton 

L. Ikard. After the 

Civil War when he 

received his freedom, he worked for 

cattleman Oliver Loving. One of 

Loving's trusted friends was Charles 

Goodnight. Together, along with 

Ikard they blazed a new cattle trail to  

Colorado. This trail would later bear  

the name of the "Goodnight-Loving 

Trail."
